letter formation. We will be using the

As mathematicians we will… 
 

looking at place value (within 10) as well as 
practising addition and subtraction (within 

10). 

As scientists we will… 
 

be able to name basic parts of the 
human body and understand what senses are and what they 

do. We will also explore the human body and growth. 

As Geographers we will… 
 

identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in 
the UK and the location of hot and cold areas of 
the world. We will use world maps, atlases and
